In 2006 I moved to England and founded the Asia Budo Center England Self-Defense Academy, where I raised several World Champions.
I successfully trained, educated and lived in the United Kingdom until 2020.
Another 15 years of hard training and demanding coaching and methodological work have moved me among the world leaders in martial arts.

I am the founder and chief instructor of Asia Budo Center England and England Sport Kempo Federation/ESKF/.

I have many years of experience in martial arts – 47 years /Karate,Krav maga, Instructor for armed forces, Kajukenbo/.
I am a former long-term successful karate competitor (Czechoslovakia, Slovakia/, Slovak Champion, Czechoslovak Champion, European Champion, winner of many Slovak and Czechoslovak cups. Long-time karate coach in Slovakia.

I am a two-time World Champion in Kajukenbo Self-Defense and Military Self-Defense.
I am a coach and instructor of multiple World Champions. 

In 2015, I received the title “Sifu “ /”Učitel”/, and the rank of” 4. Dan” at Lohan Tao Chinese Kempo & Kajukenbo, and I was appointed WAC International Director for Great Britain.

A year later, in 2016, I was inducted into the prominent position of WAC /World All Styles Championship/ambassador in Great Britain.

In December 2017, I was awarded the title” Sigung “ /”Teacher”/, and the rank of “5. Dan” at Lohan Tao Chinese Kempo & Kajukenbo, by Grandmaster Daniel Hayen of Belgium and Professor Bruno Rebel of Portugal '.
